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DESCRIPTION OF REQUESTED CHANGE:

From:  "that agencies requiring very high telemetry data rates

migrate to the 25.5-27.0 GHz band at their earliest convenience"

To:  "that agencies requiring telemetry rates higher than 50 Msps

migrate to the 25.5-27.0 GHz band at their earliest convenience".

SUPPORTING ANALYSIS:

A liason statement to the SFCG was drafted by Panel 1E (see SF20-50D) requesting guidance on the definition of "high data rate mission".  Current GSFC guidance is that future missions above 50 Msps shall transition to Ka-band.  In lieu of a response from SFCG, we suggest using this data rate as the definition of "very high telemetry data rate".  Without a specific definition of high data rate in Rec 3.3.6, approval of the recommendation should be postponed until the SFCG provides proper guidance..
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
