I find the term "global" confusing.  The first field in the Global Information section of the MIB is "Local Entity ID."  I don't know what scope is meant by the word global.  Does this mean global, in a programming sense, throughout the local entity as implied by the phrase "entire CFDP entity?"  It seems to me that all the information in the table, except for the routing information, in Table 9-1 should be independently settable for each entity in the network.  The routing information (last field) seems global in nature (in the sense of the entire network), and, in fact, could or should be the same for each entity.  I would assume that the local entity and its adjacent entities are included in this list.
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
